REGISTRATION: Registration begins Monday, February 12, 2024. Registrations are open to students of
Exeter and surrounding towns, on a first-come, first-served basis. Registrations accepted at the Exeter
Recreation Office during our business hours, in-person, by phone, on-line or mail. Payment must be paid at the
time of registration. Exeter Parks & Recreation reserves the rights to limit registration and participation in any
program. Exeter Parks & Recreation also reserves the right to effect other changes in the program, including but
not limited to date and time changes, registration limits, and others, as may be required. We do not take
requests for your child to be placed with a specific team, player & or coach. If a parent volunteers to
coach, your child will be placed on the same team that you will be coaching.

Please Note that if registering for T-Ball and Soccer, the scheduling of game times might conflict with one
another.
